2/2010 - WIAA Proposes New Basketball Divisions

Less than one season after floating a proposal which would have bumped many private schools up a division in boys and girls basketball, the WIAA Board of Control is once again suggesting modifications to the current format.
Private schools loudly objected to the “bumping” proposal at seven public meetings held around the state last fall. While the meetings provided a forum to clarify many of the misconceptions regarding private school programs, they also exposed a competitive disadvantage for many smaller schools, public and private alike.

A sub-group of members from various WIAA committees combined to develop a new proposal, moving from the current 4-division format to 5 smaller divisions. The new proposal is completely enrollment based: 

Division 1 - enrollment of 1200 and above

Division 2 - enrollments ranging from 600 – 1199

Division 3 - 50% of schools between 200 and 600

Division 4 - 50% of schools between 200 and 600

Division 5 - enrollments under 200 
If adopted, the new proposal could be effective for the 2011 season.
